Grant is the 3rd generation of a ranch family that first home-

steaded in Colorado in the 1800ôs.  He took his first big game 

animal, a 32 inch wide mule deer at the age of nine. That buck 

was the beginning of a hunting career that has taken him all 

over the world and has included several record book trophies. 

Grant is one of the few hunters to take the ñBig 8ò species of 

Colorado big game with a bow (most with a longbow). 
 

Grant began guiding on the family ranch as a teenager and over the years has guided many well-known hunters in-

cluding General Norman Schwartzkoff,  Walter Payton, and Bo Jackson. He has appeared on numerous radio and 

television programs and concert stages with personalities such as Waddie Mitchell, Baxter Black, Don Edwards, the 

Nitty Gritty Dirt Band and Willie Nelson.
